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Instructions
Insert photos into storyboard and grunge borders instructions

Open Photoshop.  Ready....here we go

1. Open the image you want to put into your grunge border or storyboard.

2. Hold down "CTRL" & "A” both at the same time (to select all)

3. Now hold down "CTRL" & "C" both at the same time (to copy the image)

4. Next open the storyboard or grunge border you want to use and go to the layers pallet and click on the layer that’s named "CLICK HERE” 

5. Press "W" on your keyboard to get you magic wand, grab your magic wand tool and click on any box on the storyboard or grunge border.
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 Set your magic wand to the above settings.


If everything went right you should have what looks like marching ants around the inside of the box. (If there's no marching ants start over)

6. On your keyboard hold down all at the same time (CTRL& shift & V) and the image pops into the box. To paste in with cs5, you need to hit control/alt/shift/v.      (Instead of control/shift/v)
7. Now hold down "CTRL & T" both at the same time to transform the image.

8. When you transform the image make sure you hold down the "SHIFT" key to keep the image from distorting.

Hold down the "SHIFT" key and with your mouse grab onto one of the little boxes on your images and move the box till the image is the correct dimension.

To insert the next image be sure to hit the layer titled "Click here" in the layer pallet

   Use your magic wand tool to identify the next window. 

I know this seems very long and confusing but after you do this 2 or 3 times it will only take seconds to complete a storyboard or grunge border.

If you’re not a fan of shortcuts here is the same process with out shortcuts.
Open your panel, be sure to click the top layer in the layer pallet, Grab the magic wand tool click in the window so there is just one window with the marching ants around the inside edge. Now go to the top menu in and go to SELECT when the fly out menu opens choose ALL. Now go to EDIT, when the fly out menu opens choose COPY
Go to the panel, now back to the top menu and choose EDIT when the fly out menu opens choose PASTE INTO
And your picture will be in the panel.
